
“Icing on the Cake”
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Platters offer an excellent opportunity to express your creative side by 
embellishing the rim, “The Icing on the Cake”!
*Mount your blank between centers or use Screw Chuck. 
*True up the face and edge, and make your tenon or your recess. 

*Shape outside of platter.  Sand and put on your finish.  

*Turn platter around, true up front, and make rim of platter about 2 ½”.
*Leave 1/4” border before and after making first row of beads, then follow with additional rows. 

*Burn your brick lines with Thick Writing tip. Texture with Dremel tool.
*Paint with black Gesso or black acrylic, then spray one coat deft lacquer.
*With dry brush, streak on “Folk Art”

*Turn inside bowl, sand and finish.

*Put in Cole jaws or use Jam Chuck and remove tenon or shape, as foot. 
*Sand, use your favorite finish.  I use Sanding Sealer and top with Tung Oil.
