! Class Schedule

If you have registered for a class, the following
informationwill help you prepare the things that
you will need. The tools that you need are the
same for a typical one or two day class.

Please find below the list of tools and wood needed
for the 2 Day Technique class.

Tools Used in the Two-Day Techniques Class
Stuart has spares if you do not have all these tools:
* Spindle Roughing Gouge - 3/4"” or larger
* Skew Chisel - 1/2" or larger
* Spindle Gouge - 3/8”
* Beading and Parting Tool - 3/8”
* Parting Tool - any size is OK
* Bedan - 3/8"
* Bowl Gouge - 3/8” and any larger ones you
have

Additional Note for advanced students:

If you are an advanced student and/or have taken
classes with Stuart before, be assured he will have
special projects for you to work on in addition to or
instead of any techniques the rest of the class may
be working on. Stuart is quite adept at working
with several skill levels in a class of six people. If
you are taking a one day class only, you will still
gain a great deal from studying under what I
consider as the best teacher on the planet. If you
are taking classes of more than two days, you will
find this experience especially rewarding.
